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Challenges for urban GHG mitigation ςbuildings

Buildings account for 32% of the world energy demand, 24% for the 
residential sector alone, and 50% of the world's electricity demand 
(IPCC).

GHG emissions associated with buildings were estimated at 
9.18GtCO2e in 2010, a fifth of the total emissions (all sectors). These 
emissions could increase twofold or threefold by 2050, spurred on by 
rapid demographic and urbanisationrates in developpingcountries 
(IPCC).

According to IPCC, energy efficiency in buildings is one of the main 
lever for mitigation; emissions from the building sector could be 
stabilisedat current levels by 2050. 

Energy demand in buildings could be reduced by 25 to 30% at low or 
negative costs, while savings could reach in total 75% for existing 
structures and 90% for new buildings.
